Did you know.........?         Historic Mayfair Country Club  
 
Mayfair Country Club is famous for hosting the PGA tournament that started 
Arnold Palmer's career. Besides being home to Palmer's first PGA victory, 
Mayfair C.C. is historic for being one of the first golf courses in Florida. The 
challenging layout features water hazards on nine holes and bunkers 
strategically placed throughout. The signature hole at Mayfair Country Club is 
the challenging fourth, a par 4 that features a straightaway fairway guarded 
by a large pine tree to its right. Mayfair Country Club also offers a driving 
range and practice range for golfers to work on their short game. 
 
The 18-hole "Mayfair" course features 6,400 yards of golf from the longest tees for a par of 72. The USGA course 
rating is 70 and it has a slope rating of 117. Designed by Donald J. Ross, ASGCA, the Mayfair golf course opened in 
1927.  Just a mile off of I-4 and close to local shopping and amenities, Mayfair is easy to reach from any part of 
Orlando.  There is a driving range, chipping & putting green, also a practice bunker to help you warm up before your 
game.  Stock up on supplies at the fully stocked Pro Shop or enjoy a fantastic lunch at the award winning Mayfair Grill 
& Pub.  All in all, you’ll enjoy your golf experience at Mayfair. 
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
