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Sanford Police Investigating a Kidnapping 

 

#Update (October 7, 2018): Na’Tori Mazion has been recovered and returned to the mother. 

 

It was revealed that Na’Tori Mazion was returned by a person known to the father (Tedrick 

Mazion).  In addition, the known friend of Tedrick Mazion is currently being questioned by the 

Sanford Police. This is an ongoing investigation and new information will be provided once it is 

available. 

 

Sanford, FL (October 7, 2018): Sanford Police Investigators are currently investigating the 

kidnapping of a three month old child. 

 

On October 7, 2018, at 8:38 am, Sanford Police responded to disturbance, located at 401 West 

Seminole Boulevard (The Park @ Ravello). According to the Sanford Police; a male subject 

(father), identified as Tedrick Mazion, entered the residence and removed his three month old 

daughter (Na’tori Mazion).  

 

Shortly after, the mother of Na’tori Mazion made an attempt to stop Tedrick Mazion from taking 

Na’Tori Mazion (daughter). Tedrick Mazion fled the scene with Na’Tori Mazion and entered a 

2017 Red Nissan Altima (bearing a Florida Tag 4ALYW). 

 

During the course of the investigation, it was revealed that Tedrick Mazion has not been 

involved in Na’Tori Mazion’s life since birth.  

 

Na’Tori Mazion (daughter) was last seen wearing a pink and grey shirt (with the word “Princess” 

engraved), clear gel shoes and a pink head band.  

 

The father (suspect) was last seen wearing a white tank top, blue jean shorts and red sandals.
